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ABSTRACT

This study aimed at developing a strategy for children’s rights status at
Jordanian Kindergartens from the perspective of headmistresses and teachers with the
objective of identifying the status of children’s rights at Jordanian kindergartens and
examining the statistical significance differences related to the existence of children’s
rights that are due to different variables such as academic qualifications, experience,
type of kindergarten (public or private) and their locations (city & rural). Also, the study
aimed at identifying the obstacles facing children’s rights at these kindergartens from
the perspective of female school principals and teachers, and suggestions to develop
children’s status rights at the Jordanian Kindergartens.

The study used the descriptive analysis approach, which is comprised from
questionnaire and survey to the educational-teaching environment while interviews
were made within the qualitative approach used in the study.

The study population consisted of female school teachers and headmistresses, at

public and private schools for the academic year 2007-2008 in the central region, which
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included (873) headmistresses and (2973) female school teachers from the public and
private sectors .

The Study sample consisted of all female teachers working in public schools and
20% of female teachers working in the private sector, which amounted to (70) and (571)
female teachers from both sectors, respectively. The sample consists also from (40)
female headmistresses of which (20) headmistresses from public sector while the rest
from private sector.

Data analysis was made using tools such as means, standard deviation, (t-test),
and Unilateral Variance Analysis (Anova), and Tukey's test for dimensional
comparisons.

After conducting the necessary statistical analysis for the data collected, the
following were noted:

- The total degree of observing children’s rights at the Jordanian kindergartens
was high at all domains except for the female school teachers’ perception toward
children’s rights. Interaction domain between female school teacher and
children’s ranked first followed by the development of social aspect domain,
while the emotional growth domain and its development ranked third. The
curriculum implementation ranked fourth followed by the building physical
domain and its development, which ranked fifth while the development of
mental domain and its development ranked sixth. Finally, the female school
teacher perception domain toward children’s rights ranked last..

- There are statistical significance differences at the level of (0¢=0.05) related to
degree of observance of children’s rights by female school teachers at Jordanian
Kindergartens due to the academic qualification variable. These differences are

favoring diploma and bachelor degrees holders and more for bachelor degree.
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There are statistical significance differences at the level of (0=0.05) related to
degree of observance of children’s rights by female school teachers at Jordanian
Kindergartens due to experience variable from (1-5) years and (6-10) years
favoring those with (6-10) years of experience.

There are statistical significance differences at the level of (0=0.05) related to
degree of observance of children’s rights by female school teachers at Jordanian
Kindergartens due to kindergarten type variable (public or private) favoring
public kindergartens.

There are statistical significance differences at the level of (0=0.05) related to
degree of observance of children’s rights by female school teachers at Jordanian
Kindergartens due to kindergarten location (site) and that differences are
favoring country side (rural) kindergartens .

The educational-teaching environment survey showed varied percentage in the
availability of children’s growth and development environment, which ranged
between (71%) for the highest and (12%) for the lowest.

The results also revealed that there are varied percentages for the obstacles
encountering the observance of children’s rights from teachers and
headmistress’s perspective.

There is varied percentage in the suggestions related to children’s rights from

the perspective of school teachers and headmistresses.
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
